Bicentennial Moment:
It was raining throughout the month of January 1937.  By the last week of the month, the city of Louisville faced the worst flood of its history.  More than 200,000 people were driven from their homes, and 200 died.  Catholic facilities served the community masterfully during this tragedy.  Examples include:  St. Joseph Infirmary, which was without electricity for 2 weeks, took in 100 refugees; St. Anthony Hospital took in 120 refugees, and SS Mary and Elizabeth Hospital took in 600.  Holy Name Parish housed 300 people; St. Francis of Assisi took in 325, while also feeding 2,500 people and dispensing 10,000 typhoid shots and St. James served as an evacuation hospital.
