Minutes:  By motion of Linda Klotter and second by Rob Lancaster, the minutes for the meeting of January 30, 2008 were approved unanimously.

Old Business:  None

New Business:  Chairman Gene Stemmle and Father Bill announced that it was decided that the parish would not take money from its funds to meet its CSA goal.  This decision was made because the Finance Council had approved the withdrawal; however, the Parish Council had disagreed.  Since both bodies did not concur, the decision was made not to use parish funds during this campaign.

Chairman Gene Stemmle reported on the Archdiocese meeting regarding the three year development campaign with a goal of 77 million dollars.  Each parish goal would be based on 150% of one year’s collections with one half the parish’s goal allowed to stay with the parish.  Funds would have multiple uses such as priests’ retirement and tuition assistance. There will be additional meetings.  At this time it is not clear whether CSA will continue during this campaign.
Father Bill announced the rescheduling of the Long Term Planning Committee Meeting which was cancelled due to weather conditions.  The meeting will take place on March 25, 2008.  Lisa Baxter also announced that due to a fall off in collections, it was decided to delay hiring a new bookkeeper.

The Council then went over the draft Squallis Contract.  The contract with the proposed changes was then approved by acclamation.

Lisa announced that the rectory roof over her desk is leaking.  The Council unanimously voted to give Father Bill and Lisa authority to have the roof repaired.  The insurance money to replace the downspouts has been paid.  The amount is $1865.00 which is not enough to use copper again.  The Council unanimously voted to replace the downspouts.  One will be replaced with copper and another will be encased with steel.

Lisa announced that it was necessary to cash in the parish’s CD amounting to $10,000 in order to pay for the roof repair and the boiler repair.

The meeting then adjourned.
