Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m. by Jeff Korfhage and opened with a prayer by Joanne Pyc.

Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the previous meeting of February 7, 2008 were approved as amended by Debbi Sims and seconded by Austin Miller.

Deacon’s Report
There was no Deacon’s Report.
5.
Business Manager’s Report

Lisa Baxter stated that she will send out the letter, which Jeff Korfhage drafted, to various people in charge of committees telling them who to contact on the Parish Council should they run into any questions or problems which need to be addressed.
A lease has been written between Our Mother of Sorrows and Squallis Puppeteers, Inc. (SPI). Squallis Puppeteers, Inc. wishes to lease the top floor of the school space as well as a basement storage room, formerly called “Bereavement Room.” The classroom, formerly called “Computer Room,” which is located in the northwest corner of the top floor of the school is specifically excluded from this lease. The lease would be effective April 1, 2008 for the amount of $1,000 a month.
John Blessinger had some questions regarding the lease and each of his concerns was addressed. His main concerns were exactly how much access SPI would have to other parts of the building; what type of business they would be performing; where would they store their “stuff;” what hours would they be working; restroom facilities; heating and air conditioning; trash pickup; etc.
After much discussion and everything answered to the Parish Council’s satisfaction, the lease was approved and will now be sent to the Archdiocese for approval.

Pastor’s Report

Father Bill stated that the mission went well.

Julia Blessinger and Betty Fralick are resigning from the St. Vincent DePaul Society. The next St. Vincent DePaul Society meeting will be held on April 14 at 7:00 and they wish to have more people attend and see if there can be more interest generated. With the clustering with St. Stephen Martyr, maybe we can work together with their St. Vincent DePaul Society.
The Long-Range Planning Committee meeting scheduled for Tuesday, February 12, 2008 was cancelled due to bad weather. It has been rescheduled for Tuesday, March 25, 2008 at 7:00.
There will be a Chrism Mass held at the Cathedral on March 18, 2008.

Father Bill would like to have a representative from the Parish Council to carry the oil at the Holy Thursday service.

Father Bill mentioned that he would like to have John DeFriend with Billboards for Life to come to speak at the Masses again. He will arrange this as well as have a second collection taken up at all of the Masses for this cause.

Old Business
The subject of new lights for the Church was brought up again. John Blessinger had questions concerning the cost and if it is really necessary. Steve Garvey stated that the lighting in the center of Church is very dim and he feels that new lighting would certainly help. The bid he has received from Rueff Lighting is $8,400 for fixtures only. He thinks the total cost would be approximately $10,000. John stated that if new lighting is needed, it should be on the altar as he thinks the lighting in the center of Church is sufficient. No decision has been made and discussions will continue.
John also mentioned the chairs for the choir as he did not know if they had been purchased yet. They have been purchased and are in use.

New Business

Jeff stated that the PCAL meeting was cancelled due to the snow. It has been rescheduled for March 29, 2008. The Archbishop will speak on several different topics including his first 7 months as Archbishop and the Capital Campaign Fund.

Austin Miller attended a sacramentary worship meeting which is held 4 times a year. He stated that the Roman Missal will be revised in 2010-2011 and we will need to purchase new books at that time.
Debbi Sims is assigned to the April Funeral Home visits.

With no further business to discuss, the closing prayer was given by Debbi Sims and Jeff Korfhage adjourned the meeting at 8:00 p.m.
