Bicenntial Moment: The July 18, 1974, issue of the Record reported on the work of LAMP (Louisville Archdiocesan Mission Promoters).  Founded in 1961 by lay Catholics Montgomery Shircliffe and Edward Hartlage, this organization offered financial aid and moral support to the 15 counties in the southern part of the Archdiocese without a resident priest; 7 of these had no church.  By 1974, the spiritual leader of the organization, Msgr. Charles C. Boldrick, spoke of the organization’s success in constructing churches near the Tennessee border and by 1975 the organization’s dream was realized when there was a church in every county.
