Bicenntial Moment:  Guy Ignatius Chabrat, who first traveled to Louisville as a seminarian on the flatboat seminary with the new Bishop Flaget in 1811, was consecrated as auxiliary bishop for the Diocese of Bardstown on July 20, 1834.  As auxiliary, Chabrat was a major force in diocesan affairs from 1835 (when Bishop Flaget left for an extended trip to Europe) until Bishop Chabrat’s return to his native France due to illness in 1845.  A keen businessman, Chabrat left a financial surplus for the diocese without imposing a cathedraticum tax on parishes.  He died in France in 1868.
