Bicenntial Moment:  During the 1920s, the Diocese of Louisville had a critical shortage of priestly vocations.  This was due to a variety of factors including a shortage of men after World War I and the allure of new business careers.  Therefore, an increase in Kentucky vocations became one of Bishop John Alexander Floersh’s early priorities.  In late July 1931, Floersh purchased 300 acres on Brownsboro Road for the development of a new seminary – named for the primal seminary of the diocese – St. Thomas.  However, due to the Depression, the seminary did not open until 1952.
