Kurtz, D.D. was installed as the ninth bishop (and fourth Archbishop) of the Archdiocese of Louisville at Louisville Gardens.  This also was the date in 1819 of the ordination of John Baptist David, the first bishop consecrated in the West who served as auxiliary bishop to Bishop Flaget and the date in 1977 of Thomas C. Kelly’s ordination as an auxiliary bishop in Washington, Kelly was later installed as Archbishop of Louisville on February 18, 1982.
