Serving God’s People Yesterday, Today and Tomorrow
Liturgical Information Night

As part of Archbishop Kurtz’s goal to fully implement the General Instruction of the Roman Missal in Advent 2008, the Office of Worship is offering liturgical information sessions in 12 locations throughout the archdiocese.  Each session will include a brief presentation followed by a question and answer session.  All parishioners are encouraged to attend one of these sessions.

· What is going to be different in the way we celebrate Mass?

· Why do we keep changing the way we do things?

· Will I get more from going to Mass if I understand why we do what we do?

· Why does it matter if I stand, sit or kneel?

· What do you want to know about the Mass?

All of these questions and more will be addressed in the information nights.  All sessions will begin at 7:00pm and conclude at 8:30pm. The first meeting will be held at  Holy Family Church, 3926 Poplar Level Road on Thursday, August 28t  and the second meeting will be held at St. Martin DePorres, 3112 W. Broadway on Wednesday, September 10th.  
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WHAT IS RCIA?

The RCIA, Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults, is a document written following Vatican II to guide the process of initiating adults into the Roman Catholic community.  Through RCIA men and women learn about and experience the Catholic way of life.

The RCIA process is a series of stages and liturgical rites celebrated in the presence of the entire community.  The needs of each adult involved in the process are recognized and met since the desires of each individual are unique.

RCIA is modeled after the “catechumenate” of the ancient Church.  (The word catechumen (ate) is Greek and means to instruct or to enlighten.)  In the early church, becoming Christian was a very lengthy and dangerous process and involved a complete break from the surrounding culture.  Today, our faith also demands deep commitment since quite often our Christian beliefs are in stark contrast with what is occurring in our surrounding society.  The catechumenate was revived so that new believers could be nurtured, carefully prepared, and supported as the mysteries of Christ begin to unfold and a commitment is made to live the Christian way of life.

We invite you to join us on Sunday mornings immediately following the 8:30am Mass in the Lyons Den in the rectory.  Your value as a person of faith is important to all who have expressed an interest in learning more about the Roman Catholic faith.  We need catechists, sponsors, and most importantly, anyone wishing to lend moral support along this journey of faith.

Beginning with the first Sunday in September we will return to our regular weekly schedule.
