1.
Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Jeff Korfhage and opened with a prayer by David Seger.

Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the previous meeting of June 12, 2008 were approved as written by Chris Beets and seconded by Kenny Hornback.

Special Report by Charlie Sims

Charlie Sims made a special report regarding making the rectory compliant with the Americans with Disabilities Act. There are no banisters on the stairs in the rectory. The ramp would have been more convenient for Father Bill if it had been installed on the side closer to the garage. (Father Bill stated that there was more room for the ramp at the front of the rectory.) He recommends that an elevator be installed. Steve Garvey has received one bid to have an elevator installed and it was very expensive. He stated that there is an elevator in the rental house where the sisters have just moved from and he will check to see if it would be feasible to have it repaired and installed in the rectory. Charlie suggested that Steve contact Harrison Medical to obtain a bid. He feels that it is very important to have an elevator installed and is willing to do what he can to get it started. Charlie will have the Center for Accessible Living evaluate the rectory and Church and get their recommendations.

Deacon’s Report
Deacon Mack stated that Tim Stewart will have his installation ceremony on September 7, 2008 with a potluck lunch to follow.
They are preparing for the Fall festival.

Debbi Sims stated that there are two additional parishes, St. James and St. Brigid, to join the CRE. There will be a parent-child session on September 10 and then classes will begin on September 17, 2008.

Business Manager’s Report

Lisa Baxter reported that the year-end numbers have not yet been discussed at the Finance Council meeting. She does not have the final picnic report but should have it completed soon.
The IRS has reported that they will start enforcing the gaming rules and Lisa states that they are very complicated. As she learns more and has a better understanding of these rules, she will relay them to the people it affects, i.e., bingo workers, etc.

New Business

Steve Garvey stated that since money is needed to install an elevator in the rectory, he suggests that the convent be sold. The sisters have moved out and it is now being rented. He stated that the building is in very good condition and he also has a buyer interested. Lisa Baxter stated that the entire property from the Church to the convent is on one deed and she would have to contact the attorney for the Archdiocese to see if they can divide that part of the deed. Before this is done, however, Father Bill would have to write a letter to the Archbishop requesting permission to sell the property. If permission is granted, this will be discussed further.
Joanne Pyc is assigned to the September Funeral Home visits.

David Seger is assigned to the October Funeral Home visits.

With no further business to discuss, the closing prayer was given by John Blessinger and Jeff Korfhage adjourned the meeting at 8:10 p.m.
