Bicentennial Moment:  Father Eutropius Proust led a colony of forty-four cloistered Trappists, who arrived at the port of Louisville on December 18, 1848 to make the first permanent foundation of the tradition in the United States.  The monks arrived at their new home, a farm in Nelson County named Gethsemani that they had purchased from the Sisters of Loretta, on December 21.  A few log cabins served as a temporary monastery, and work began on the permanent building in 1852.  Progress was slow and dragged on for years due to chronic lack of funds and the Civil War.  Ready at last for use in 1866, the abbey church was consecrated on November 15, 1866.
