Bicentennial Moment:  On the last issue of The Record at the end of the second millennium, two stories appeared on page 2 that spoke to the future.  The first story involved the Archdiocesan Communications Center’s plans to air the midnight Christmas Eve Mass at the Cathedral on the Internet for the first time.  (Cathedral Christmas Eve Masses had been airing on television since 1994.)  On page 2, The Record also reported that Joseph E. Kurtz had been consecrated as Bishop of Knoxville earlier in the month.  Bishop Kurtz would later become Archbishop of Louisville and would celebrate his first Midnight Mass at the Archdiocese of Louisville’s Cathedral on December 24, 2007.
