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AN IMPORTANT MESSAGE:  In collaboration with the Bishop’s Committee on Pro-Life Activities, a postcard campaign in opposition to the Freedom of Choice Act (FOCA) has been created and needs the support of all parishes across the country.

The Freedom of Choice Act would be a major setback for the pro-life movement.
