Call to Order

Approval of Minutes

Deacon’s Report

Business Manager’s Report

Lisa Baxter informed us of some of the maintenance projects – Abrams Roofing will rehang some cooper which needed to be replaced; we have an estimate of shingle repair; and we are getting some estimates for electrical work in the Church. We also need to have an appraisal done on the property at 780 Eastern Parkway.
Lisa also passed out information regarding OMOS Facility Rentals regarding the gym, cafeteria and party room; the 2008 summer picnic detail; and the Parish Council representatives serving the Administration, Formation, Worship, and Service and Stewardship groups.

The year-end financial report was an insert in the bulletin.
The Montessori School has requested a one-year extension to their contract.

We now have a drop safe for the gym which now needs to be installed.
They want to put handicap bars and changing stations in the restrooms in the gym, Church and cafeteria.
Lisa asked if there were any minutes taken from the joint Parish Council meeting between OMOS and St. Stephen Martyr held on September 16, 2008. There were no minutes taken as this meeting consisted of discussions of pros and cons for the clustering. There is no definite timeframe for the clustering.

These sessions will help to identify priorities to be addressed by the Archdiocesan agencies over the next 5 years; provide data and set direction; and will be a resource for parishes in developing their own local plans. It is desired that 3 members of the Parish Councils attend one of these sessions.
Joanne Pyc will serve as the Service and Stewardship Parish Council representative.

Jeff Korfhage will attend the Pastoral Council of the Archdiocese meeting on October 12, 2008.

Jeff Korfhage is assigned to the November Funeral Home visits.

With no further business to discuss, the closing prayer was given by Debbi Sims and Jeff Korfhage adjourned the meeting at 7:50 p.m.
