Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 7:08 p.m. by Jeff Korfhage and opened with a prayer by Chris Beets.

Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the previous meeting of October 9, 2008 were approved as amended by Debbi Sims and seconded by Chris Beets.

Deacon’s Report
Deacon Mack stated that there have been changes made to the “cry room” in Church. They have moved 2 pews out and have put in a rug and rocking chairs. They will also install a curtain for the brides before their weddings.
He also wanted to stress how good he feels about serving with Deacon Tim Stewart. He thinks that Deacon Tim is a very gifted individual and adds to our very good pastoral staff.

Pastor’s Report

Father Bill stated they have had 3 people to respond in reference to the Bible study. Sister Julia Davis will help with the Bible study.

Father Bill also stated that he, Father Randy and Brian Karley will meet with Brian Reynolds on November 24, 2008 regarding the clustering.

The St. Vincent dePaul Society does not have a president, but Joanne Pyc has volunteered to act in that capacity in the interim and will attend the next meeting in December.

Steve Garvey has resigned from the Parish Council and all other activities at Church due to his Doctor’s orders.

We hope to have a “welcome to our new parishioners” perhaps at our Christmas party this December or at a later designated time.

We have had 3 people to sign up for booths at our yard sale in November.

Business Manager’s Report

Lisa Baxter has several items which we discussed. They included:
· Steve Garvey’s resignation due to his Doctor’s orders. All of his current projects were discussed.

· Repair and maintenance updates which included: 1) electrical work has been completed in the Church; 2) the Church boiler was repaired; 3) the rectory doorbell is not working properly and should be fixed soon; 4) their e-mail has been repaired by AT&T; 5) the phone system is in need of being updated; 6) electrical boxes in the parking lot have been repaired; 7) the Church “cry room” has been updated with rocking chairs and a curtain will be installed to provide privacy for brides at their weddings; 8) there was a broken window in Church which should be repaired soon; 9) there were 2 estimates for the Church roof and it was decided to accept the bid of Abrams Roofing in the amount of $35,200. The insurance will pay $28,945 and additional money has been transferred from Bingo to cover the difference.
· Lisa attended a “listening session” for Parish Ministry Personnel and found it to be more about the Archdiocese “mission” or direction and not really about logistics, planning, clusters, etc.

· Update on the 780 Eastern Parkway property – this property will be difficult to appraise since all of the OMOS property is on one deed. To split up the deed in order to do an appraisal would be expensive and this property, as a rental, offers a positive cash flow for the parish. This will be discussed further as we are able to gain some comparatives of other houses in the area.
· Finance Notes – 1) October’s meeting was cancelled due to lack of participants and she hopes for a good turn out for the November 19th meeting to regroup; 2) our budget is ahead $22,501; 3) the Montessori School lease terms for 2009/2010 fiscal year need to be finalized; 4) the Archdiocesan audit is scheduled for December 15, 2008.
· St. Vincent dePaul Society – instead of the Angel Tree, there will be $25 gift cards given to the Center for Women and Families. These gift cards were purchased from St. Stephen Martyr School and they will receive a portion back for each card purchased. There will be no food baskets given away during the holidays, but Tony Doninger will continue to deliver food from the pantry. Joanne Pyc has agreed to serve temporarily as president of the St. Vincent dePaul Society as stated earlier.
· OMOS Club – unless they can encourage new membership, there is talk that the OMOS Club will disband.

· St. Patrick’s Day Parade – is there enough interest in having the parade next year? Father Bill will speak to Dianne Smith to see if she is interested in continuing the parade.

Old Business
There was no old business.
8.
New Business

Jeff Korfhage attended the Pastoral Council of the Archdiocese of Louisville (PCAL) meeting on October 11, 2008. There was a report from the Archbishop which included the theme of the “Building a Future of Hope” campaign which is 1) Unity; 2) Holiness; and 3) Building a Future. This is a two-year, parish-driven archdiocesan campaign where at least half of the money stays in the parish. The Campaign priorities are: 1) Increase funding for men studying for the priesthood. We now have a total of fourteen; 2) Care of retired priests; 3) Needy parishes; 4) Multicultural Ministry; and 5) Tuition assistance.

It was reported that St. Peter the Apostle was formed from 5 parishes, St. Bernadette from 2 parishes and Blessed Teresa of Calcutta from 2 parishes.

There were 9 clusters established to share a pastor.

The income from the Archdiocese comes from 3 sources: 1) Annual appeal; 2) Revenue from investments; and 3) Assessments on parish deposits. The Archdiocese is in a fine position at this point and is still paying interest on parish deposits.

The medical insurance for our 3,500 employees will have a single-digit increase. The cost is absorbed part by the parish and part by the employee.

The next PCAL meeting will be held on March 21, 2009.

There will be a leadership meeting on December 2, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. in the school cafeteria.
There will be a joint meeting of OMOS and St. Stephen Martyr’s Parish Councils on January 20, 2009 in OMOS school cafeteria.

Jeff Korfhage is assigned to the November Funeral Home visits.

David Seger is assigned to the December Funeral Home visits.

Debbi Sims is assigned to the January Funeral Home visits.

With no further business to discuss, the closing prayer was given by Jeff Korfhage and Jeff Korfhage adjourned the meeting at 9:02 p.m.

The next Parish Council meeting will be held on January 8, 2009.
