This week’s sponsor will be St. Vincent dePaul who helps the needy in our parish and surrounding areas. Food Prep will be on Thursday, February 26th at 7:00pm in the cafeteria.  Cakes are needed for the cake wheel.

Fr. Bill addressed some “church etiquette” issues during last weekend’s homilies because of several complaints he’s received lately.  In case you missed last weekend here are some highlights.

Reverence – before Mass is a time for thoughtful prayer, reflection & preparation, it might be especially disturbing on Saturdays for those going to confession and praying their penance.  After Mass is a better time for greeting friends, but even then, be mindful of the need for soft tones and reverence in the Church.

The Cry Room – is primarily for parents with small children.  It is NEVER for teenagers or cell phone talking and texting, if it would be inappropriate to do in church, consider it inappropriate to do in the cry room.  If you have something “catching” like a cold, you are more dangerous to the little ones in the small cry room; it is not a safe place to quarantine yourself.

Appropriate Dress – Fr. Bill said it best “wear clothes which are appropriate to meet Jesus for dinner”.

Participation – The beauty of the Mass is celebrating as one body, one community.  Sing with us!  Respond to the prayers with faith and conviction!  Mass begins with the processional, be in your seat when they come down the aisle.  Mass ends when the recessional reaches the back of church, remain in place and help finish the song!
