TAKE NOTE:

In the past few weeks there have been several incidents where the office & clergy staff had difficulty locating a parishioner or locating a family member when there was a problem or emergency with a parishioner.  

Out of those events an idea was born!

We would like to give all of our members the opportunity to have an emergency contact noted in their computer file.  This is NOT mandatory or required for anyone and our prayer would be to never have to use this information.

This might be especially helpful for our aged parishioners or for those who live alone.  If you would like to provide the parish office with an emergency contact call Linda or Lori @ 637-7442 or e-mail info to parishoffice@omos.org.

Along these same lines, please let us know when you have information about a parishioner who has been hospitalized or has moved.  Families sometimes do not think to call the parish office, especially in an emergency, and we often do not know when something has happened, when someone is ill, or when someone has moved to a nursing facility or moved in with family.  Fr. Bill and Deacon Mack are in and out of the hospitals and nursing homes often but sometimes our members get missed simply because we do not know they are there.  If you are in contact with a member’s family ask them to call the parish office or better yet: offer simple help by relaying updates for them!!
