Information on the Diocese of Konongo-Mampong:
· The Diocese was created on March 3, 1995 by His Holiness Pope John Paul II.  It is a rural diocese, and among the 18 dioceses in Ghana, West Africa.  

· There are 305 Catholic churches in the diocese.  Currently, there are 60 priests and 50 Rev. Sisters and 1 Rev. Brother.  Most of the Diocese has no church buildings and only 24% of them have their buildings under construction.  
· The population of the diocesan territory was estimated to be 1,112,835 with a projected growth of 2.5% per year with Catholic population of 90,000.  Children under 15 account for 40% and women 70%.

· There are 30 parishes and rectorates in the diocese.
