On Saturday, November 28th, OMOS St. Vincent dePaul Society will put up the Christmas trees for its annual program to support families and individuals over the holiday season.  

This year, our program is called Gifts from the Heart.  Two trees will be set up, one in the back of church and a smaller one in the front, that will have heart shaped paper ornaments hanging from them.  Each ornament will list an item or a gift card that can be purchased by the giver.
 The St. Vincent dePaul Society has compiled a list of both families and individuals of all ages closely associated with Our Mother of Sorrows parish who will be the recipients of these items.  In addition, there will be some hearts with items the Society itself needs in order to continue to assist people throughout the year, such as postage and gift cards from grocery stores.  There will also be envelopes you can use to directly contribute money to St. Vincent dePaul, for assistance to those who need help with rent, mortgage, utilities, health insurance and a host of other needs we continue to see in these difficult economic times. There are no dollar amounts listed on the hearts.  The intent is for the giver to decide on whatever amount he or she is comfortable giving.  No gift will be turned down.  There will also be a way to participate that does not involve money.  Some of the hearts will ask for volunteers to help deliver gifts or food baskets.  Perhaps your gift is that of spending time with our parishioners.

Once you decide on a gift, either purchase it or if you choose to help deliver, fill out the information requested and return the unwrapped gift and the heart ornament underneath the tree during weekend Masses.  If it’s more convenient to drop off during the week, please drop at the rectory.  The trees will remain up until December 13th, at which point they will come down, and the Society will organize the gifts and their delivery.  If you have signed up to help deliver, you will be contacted after December 13th and told how to proceed. Thank you in advance for your continuing generosity to those who require our support.
