Worship – to enhance our liturgical celebrations.

Funding initiatives include: upgrading the lighting in the church;

Re-plate some of the sacred vessels; purchase two computers and printers for the office; replace the telephone system; put phones in the cafeteria and gym; paint exterior and interior of the gym; 

replace the main entrance to the gym; install a warming kitchen in the gym; paint the cafeteria; repair & rehab the two washrooms; and brighten the entrance ways to the cafeteria.

Father Bill suggested that we temporarily postpone the decision to sell or not sell the school.  It is a big decision and more information is needed prior to deciding.
