Stewardship Reflections
“Therefore, I have now brought you the first fruits of the products of the soil which you, O Lord, have given me.  And having set them before the Lord, your God, you shall bow down in God’s presence.”  Deuteronomy 26:10

The origins of the theology of stewardship are found in this passage from the Old Testament.  Stewards return the first fruits of their labors to God, not the leftovers.  This practice is a reminder to put the work of God first in our lives.  
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Last week’s Sunday Bulletin reported that our collection for the previous week (January 31st) was $7,022.78.  We need $5,198.58 as a weekly average to meet our budget.
