Business Manager’s Report
Lisa Baxter reported the following:
· The gym phone is now fixed.

· The fax line in the business office is down.

· She is working to get the residential lines changed to business lines.

· The Building a Future of Hope Campaign has approved the new phone expenditures.

· The mid-year revenue report is being given to the Finance Council for their review and it will be sent to the Chancery for approval.

· The Finance Council will draft guidelines regarding fundraising for the parish to follow.
· There has been theft/vandalism to 6 air conditioning units. Insurance should cover the repair/replacement of the units at replacement costs or depreciated costs, but it would not cover alarms, at the cost of $260/unit, to be put on the units.

· The Lenten fish fries begin on February 19, 2010 and we need workers. Stations of the Cross will also be held on the Fridays during Lent at 6:00 p.m.

· Lisa has received the picnic license. She has also been successful in securing sponsors for the chances. 12,000 chances have been ordered and there will be 25 chances given in the envelopes to each parishioner family. The picnic will be held June 4-5 with ride night being held on June 3. We are in need of more workers.

Deacons’ Report

Deacon Bob reported on Formation: there were 8 confirmed at the Cathedral; there are 3 candidates for Easter Catechumens, 2 from OMOS and 1 from St. Stephen Martyr; First Communion will be held for 2 candidates on April 18, 2010. There is also a discussion about having a “youth lockdown” with a liturgy service and social.
He also reported on Worship: Donna Helm will be the interim chairperson and will also represent the Worship Committee on the Parish Council. Deacon Bob wants to have everything organized. Everything pertaining to each “season” is to be labeled, bubble wrapped, and put in its own container and stored in the basement of Church, so it will be easily found.

We are in need of a new crib set as the one we have was damaged when the basement was flooded.

We will need new hymnals when the wording to some of the prayers at Mass is changed.

Deacon Bob wants to make sure that everyone “welcomes” new people into the parish. Don’t just greet your friends but also greet people you don’t know.

He also wants to have another “town hall” meeting to discuss the sale of the school building with 1 team for the sale and 1 team against it.

Holding a golf tournament was also discussed – one in the spring and one in the fall. Mike Rohmann has volunteered to spearhead this event.

Deacon Tim reported that he has 2 baptisms scheduled for February.
