Business Manager’s Report
Lisa Baxter reported the following:
· Air Conditioning – there are 3 bids required because it is over $10,000. There have been 3 bids but they have been bid differently due to Freon (R22 vs. R410a). She has been advised that ALL should be 410 but will cost an extra $7,000 on the gym to replace coils, etc. Residential can be R410 without a problem, but the school should be R22 to match existing units and interior parts. She is waiting for a re-bid to take place on Monday, April 19, 2010. The total cost for replacement alone will be between $25,000 and $30,000, not including the alarms to prevent future vandalism. It is unclear what the insurance will cover.
· Squallis Lease Renew – the lease has been updated and copies have been sent to the Squallis Board, Bill Zoeller and Bob Ash.
· Allison and Karl Anderson, who were previously with Stage One, will rent one room on the second floor of the school for $300 a month beginning May 1, 2010.
· The 2010 first quarter gaming report with inventory is due April 30.

· Lisa is working on the applications for the Texas Hold’em gaming license for July as well as the Fall Festival gaming license.
· She is also working on the budget, but there will be items and input from Father Hackett in order to complete the budget.
· There is a daycare who is interested in leasing the first floor of the school. Lisa is working with Alan Adelberg for a possible lease.

· There are some problems to work out since PNC took over National City – analysis charges issues and waiting for credits back, deposits to the wrong account number, getting updated supplies, and other paperwork for new PNC account numbers.
· Linda Holtzmann will begin taking some of the previous Office Assistant’s tasks.

· There are various picnic tasks that need to be completed.

· Lisa is still working on the alarm system for both the school building and gym as well as getting a permanent security guard for the bingo.

· Lisa spoke with St. Stephen Martyr’s Athletic Treasurer in March regarding SSM’s usage of our gym. A fee will be charged for their usage.
