Diocese of Satna (India)

Rev. Father Varghese M will be in our parish this week, to make the mission appeal at all the masses on behalf of the mission diocese of Satna (India). The mission diocese of Satna was erected on July 29, 1968 and was entrusted to the Vincentian Congregation.  At that time there was only one priest and a mission station.  At present 65 priests, 3 religious brothers and 134 religious sisters are working in 29 mission stations, with churches, hospitals, dispensaries, schools, development programs, vocational training programs and having centers for seminarians and ongoing formation for religious sisters.  The population of the area is about 10 million out of which there are only 3,000 Catholics.  They are backward in education and socio-economic conditions.  About 27% of the area is covered by forest.  The area has a long stretch of hills and mountains.  People of this area are mainly dependent on agriculture.  In view of evangelization we are conducting retreats, conventions, family renewal programs, ecumenical meetings, inter-religious meetings, prison ministry, training for Nursing Assistance, education centers for school drop-out children, job oriented training for children, assistance in farming and development of lands for cultivations for the poor villages.
