The Election Center must staff each of the 514 precincts in Jefferson County with two Republican and two Democratic Election Officers.  September begins the process of training the 1,028 Republican and Democratic Election Officers that are needed for a successful election.  The Election Center is currently gathering names of potential Election Offers to fill any opening that may become available before the November 2nd election.  The Election Center places Election Officers as close to home as possible.  However, there are times when Election Officers are asked to work throughout the County.  The Election Center is looking for people that excel at the following:  good communication skills, detail oriented, competent with electronics/computers, punctual, and enjoys working as a team. RCIA

All are invited to attend an RCIA welcoming session on Sunday, September 26th immediately following the 8:30am mass in the lower level of the rectory.  This will be for anyone interested in learning more about the Catholic Church and also for anyone interested in becoming a member of the RCIA team.

WHAT IS RCIA?

RCIA is a year-round process in which adults and older children are initiated into the Catholic Church.  At Our Mother of Sorrows, RCIA sessions are held on Sunday mornings immediately following the 8:30am mass.

RCIA is not a schedule of classes that begins in September and ends at the Easter Vigil.  

RCIA is open-ended – there is no beginning and no end.  We are ready and eager to welcome anyone 
interested in learning more about the Catholic faith at any time during the year.  The process can take as long as the individual needs – it is not a “cookie cutter” approach in which everyone begins and ends at the same time.  Faith development is different for each individual.  What we do is assist each person on his or her own faith journey.  There are no “classes”; we do not “take roll”; we do not have ‘homework’; we do not count the number of times a person attends or does not attend.

What we do is help each individual discern, in conjunction with the pastor and RCIA coordinator, each person’s readiness, development and understanding of what becoming a Christian in the Roman Catholic tradition entails.

RCIA is a team effort and involves not only each individual making inquiries about the church, but sponsors, the pastoral team, the RCIA coordinator and team, and all members of the parish.  Each member of the parish is involved in the process, whether actively taking part or not.

We are looking for more of our parishioners to become actively involved in RCIA.  If you are interested, please call Barbara Stonebraker at 254-0062 or the parish office at 637-7442.  Training is available for any parishioner who is interested.  

If you know of anyone who would like to learn more about the Catholic faith, encourage that individual to contact Barbara Stonebraker or the parish office, any time at the above numbers.  Please do not tell anyone they must wait until September.  Try to imagine how you would feel if you expressed an interest in something and were eager to learn more and someone told you that you had to wait several months and call again!  Our greatest assets are our welcoming community and gracious hospitality. 
We urge you to consider becoming an active part of the RCIA team.  God has called this special group of individuals to become one with us in our faith and traditions, perhaps God is calling you to walk the faith journey along with the inquirers.  Those of us who have been involved in RCIA can guarantee that you will receive much more in return than what you give.
