Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 7:14 p.m. by Bill Hartlage and opened with a prayer by Father Bill.

Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the previous meeting held on May 13, 2010 were approved as amended by Chris Beets and seconded by Bettye Mattingly.

Business Manager’s Report
Lisa Baxter reported that the gross deposit for this year’s picnic from last year’s picnic was down $11,600. There were several instances that occurred which will need to be addressed: 1) parking was a problem – the rides took up a large portion of the parking lot; 2) 2 volunteer workers argued in front of patrons; 3) there were some equipment problems; 4) there were not enough workers; 5) there was a lady who had too much to drink and the police were called; and 6) someone put some derogatory comments on Facebook regarding the picnic.
She also reported that the air conditioners have been repaired/replaced and there are alarms on some of them so far. New concrete has been poured for the patio and stoops to the rectory. There is a new ice machine in the gym. There has been no further word from U of L regarding renting the first floor of the school.

Deacons’ Report

Deacon Bob reported that there were 79 contributors to the Building a Future of Hope Campaign donating $157,263 or 43% of our goal with the total amount of cash collected amounting to $49,384.
Deacon Bob’s meeting with the newly-formed youth group was not very well organized, but there were some suggestions given: 1) once a month at the 11:00 Mass on Sunday, have the youth be the lay ministers; 2) hold a “Grandparents’ pancake breakfast;” 3) make further preparations for the Halloween haunted house; 4) have an extra Mass, with guitars, for the youth; 5) let the 4:30 Saturday Mass be for the youth; 6) have meetings every 2 weeks rather than once a month and hold them possibly at 9:45 a.m. on Sundays.
Deacon Bob wants the group to become better organized and he stated that Karen Edelin, with St. X, has a couple of young people on staff who could work with the group.

The golf tournament which was supposed to be held in May at Cardinal Hill never took place; however, no one informed Cardinal Hill of the cancellation. The owner was kind enough not to charge us, but if there is to be a golf tournament in the future, there needs to be better communication so this does not happen again.
